The Trustees present their annual report and financial statements of Davidson's Mains Parish Church for the
year ended 31 December 2016.

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the accounting policies set out in note 1 to the
accounts and comply with the General Assembly Regulations for Congregational Finance, the Charities and
Trustee Investment (Scotland) Act 2005, the Charities Accounts (Scotland) Regulations 2006 (as amended)
and Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of Recommended Practice applicable to charities
preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and
Republic of Ireland published on 16 July 2014.

Structure, Governance and Management

Status of Charity and Governing Document
The congregation is a registered Scottish charity, number SC009470, and is presently administered in
accordance with the terms of the Deed of Constitution (Unitary Constitution). -

Organisational Structure
The Kirk Session is responsible for all aspects of the church. All temporal matters such as Fabric, Finance and
the Church Office are dealt with through the Administration Team who, as needs arise, refer matters to the
Kirk Session for approval.

Risk Management

From a financial perspective, recognising a fall in income in 2016 - excluding the effect of a one-off legacy
received - due to a number of factors, plus probable increases in expenditure in 2017, the Kirk Session agreed
at the end of 2016 to establish a small team to look into means of increasing giving from the congregation, and
to look at income sources. A 'Giving Weekend' is planned for the 24/25th of June, 2017. From a property
perspective, the premises are regularly inspected, including professional surveyors appointed by Edinburgh
Presbytery and action plans are in place to ensure the upkeep of property. Involvement of new volunteers is an
ongoing focus.

Objectives and Activities

Charitable Objectives

The Church of Scotland is Trinitarian in doctrine, Reformed in tradition and Presbyterian in polity. It exists to
glorify God and to work for the advancement of Christ’s Kingdom throughout the world. As a national
Church, it acknowledges a distinctive call and duty to bring the ordinances of religion to the people in every
parish of Scotland through a territorial ministry. It co-operates with other Churches in various ecumenical
bodies in Scotland and beyond.

Achievements and Performance
"Now unto him that is able to do exceeding abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power
that worketh in us, unto him be glory in the church by Christ Jesus...." Ephesians 3:20 and 21.

2016 saw a continuation from past years of the work of the church in a wide variety of fields. These
include: - ;

- support for Christian-based charities, both at a national and international level, through Voluntary
Disbursements (see accounts), Communion offerings and other initiatives;

- support for local charities providing care to the homeless, and support for the needy through a food bank;

- reaching out to the local community, TGIF being a significant part of this aspect of outreach, along with the
Sycamore Tree cafe.

- maintaining regular Services of Public Worship, on Sundays, both morning and evening, and at Wednesday
lunchtime. Free transport is provided for those requiring it on a Wednesday;

- encouraging fellowship and Christian education through, for example, small groups, Alpha courses, meeting
after Worship at coffee, Giving weekends, monthly prayer meetings and through Christian organisations
associated with the church, e.g. The Boys' Brigade;

- providing pastoral support and care to many in the congregation and beyond, both on a formal basis, but
equally through networks of an informal nature that have built up over many years;

- promoting a strong emphasis on youth work. In addition to Explorers, Baseline and YF on Sundays a variety
of other youth initiatives are ongoing.
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Particular Developments and Initiatives in 2016.

March 2016 saw the Induction of our new Minister, the Rev. Daniel Robertson. Prior to that, the spiritual and
pastoral needs of the congregation were very ably met by the two locums, Alan Campbell and Shirley Fraser,
whilst the Rev. Mike Frew acted as Interim Moderator for the first two months of 2016. One of our Elders,
Martin Pearce, was appointed as a Commissioner to the 2016 General Assembly of the Church of Scotland,
representing DMPC.

Ongoing initiatives included Holiday Club attended by c¢.100 young people, Holiday at Home for over 53s, the
monthly TGiF for all ages, the further development of the Sycamore Tree Cafe - a bridge with the local
community, and the Youth Weekend at Lendrick Muir. Dan Robertson, Gail Rose and others in the
congregation established further welcome contact with both Davidson's Mains Primary School and the Royal
High School; the latter school expressing an interest in 'prayer spaces’ and the possibility of counselling and
listening support.

Gail Rose and Flora Johnston coordinated a stall representing DMPC at the 2016 Davidson's Mains Children's
Gala. The Kirk Session agreed to a dialogue with Safe Families for Children, an organisation run under the
auspices of Bethany Christian Trust, and has shared this initiative with the congregation. 2016 saw the
appointment of Evie Campbell as Church Administrator.

Volunteers

Apart from those duties performed by the appointed Minister and other paid employees at DMPC, all other
duties are performed by a significant number of able volunteers across our Nurture, Evangelism, Worship,
Discipleship, Administration, Youth and Sycamore Tree cafe ministry areas.

Financial Review

The congregation continues to support the work of our church through giving to fund operating costs, internal
projects and support of third party charities whilst ensuring the financial reserves of the church are met.
Offerings for 2016, fell compared with 2015 by 2.5% but continue to be enhanced through community
activities at The Sycamore Tree along with ongoing fund-raising activities. The 2016 approved budget forecast
a significant planned expenditure vs income due to additional fabric works, additional water rate expense and
increased staff costs from new employees. The additional funds were met from reserves. Fabric refurbishment
continued based on a rolling 5 year plan as well as the completion of the manse and garden upgrade for our
new minister and family. Funds raised from congregation for third parties of £6,980 was disbursed.

Principal sources of funding
The church receives its funding from church members by way of weekly offerings and Gift Aid donations.
